3. Where did the first Christians in Rome meet? (5a) What is the origin and meaning of
the word “church™? (Mt 16:18; Mt 18:19-20) Think about the significance and impor-
tance of the house church ministry in church history! (Ac 18:24-26) How is the house
church model effective and influential for advancing the gospel ministry and world mis-
sion in the present time? (Col 3:15-17; Ro 15:1-7)
